Civil Air Patrol Safety Responsibilities and Procedures

CAPR 62-1, 1 March 1991, is supplemented as follows: This supplement applies to each unit of the New Mexico Wing.

Added:

1b(1)  Regular proficiency training is essential to the safety of all New Mexico Wing Civil Air Patrol pilots, passengers, and aircraft operations.  The Pilot Proficiency Award Program provides wing pilots with the opportunity to establish and participate in a personal recurrent training program.

a.  All NM Wing pilots are strongly encouraged to participate in the FAA Pilot Proficiency Award Program.

b.  It is the responsibility of the New Mexico Wing Safety Officer to keep a record of New Mexico Wing pilots who participate in the Pilot Proficiency Award Program.  Such records shall include at a minimum, the pilot’s satisfactory completion of each phase of the program.

c.  New Mexico Wing pilots who participate in the Pilot Proficiency Award Program should provide the Wing Safety Officer a copy of his/her completion certificate and log book entry for each phase of the program he/she successfully completes.

Added:

2b(1) Attendance at the monthly unit safety briefing or evidence of reviewing the safety topics discussed by personnel not in attendance will be a condition for flight activity participation and shall be provided to the FRO(s) for clearance purposes.  Unit members who did not attend the monthly safety briefing will not participate in CAP missions until they have read and initialed a summary of the safety material presented at the meeting.  Summaries with the attached roster of attendees will be retained in accordance with CAPR 62-1, Section B 2b(1).  A copy of New Mexico Wing Quarterly Safety Activities Report, Attachment 1 will be forwarded to HQ NMW/SE not later than the end of each calendar quarter (Mar 31, June 30, Sept 30, Dec 31).  Electronic submission is encouraged.
2f.
In accordance with CAPR 62-1, Section B, 2f, Unit Annual Internal Safety Surveys shall be forwarded to HQ NM Wing CAP by 31 JAN of the following year.

10.  Reporting

1.  Unit records will be maintained for a period of two years in an active file accessible to the New Mexico Wing Safety Officer and Commander.

2. Squadrons with assigned aircraft will maintain a pilot information file (PIF) in a location available to the unit’s pilots.  Pilots will read and initial the current PIF item(s) prior to flight on CAP missions.

3. The unit safety officer will maintain a log of all safety inspections (local or wing) and documents indicating the steps taken to correct unsatisfactory safety items found on these inspections.
