Procedures and criteria for application and issuance of NMW Form 75, Motor Vehicle Operator Identification Card.

a.  New Mexico Wing will use New Mexico Wing Form 75 (Sept 03) including an expiration date in place of CAP Form 75 (Sep 03).

(a) Check applicants drivers license.



(b) Review application certify entries are correct.

(c) If issuance is recommended sign Section II and forward drivers record, copy of  State Drivers License and application to Wing Headquarters.


    (3)  Wing will return application through Unit Commander to applicant if issuance is 


           disapproved.

c.  Current CAP Form 75’s (dated July 01) are valid until the operator’s current State Drivers License expires or the expiration date on the CAPF 75.  New NMW Form 75’s (dated Sept 03) will be issued as required for periods up to five years to expire on the anniversary of the State Drivers License.  An application (NMWF18), a driver’s record and a copy of State Drivers License will be submitted to the Transportation Officer for renewal.

5h  ADDED.

NMW Form 75 (Motor Vehicle Operator Identification Card) will be requested by submitting a New Mexico Wing Form 18, Request for Issuance of New Mexico Wing Form 75, to the Wing Transportation Officer.

6b(4). ADDED.

Successfully complete a certified defensive driving course.

9b(1).  ADDED.

Routine maintenance and funding for an assigned vehicle is the responsibility of the unit to which it is assigned.  Routine maintenance includes, but is not limited to:  chipped windshield, and items listed CAPR 77-1 Attachment 6.

9c(1)  ADDED

The Unit Commander will forward the CAPF 70 with required attachments, estimates, etc. to Wing LGT for action.  Repairs will not be authorized unit Wing receives a repair control number from NHQCAP/LGT.  Units will not request control numbers.

9c(1)e  ADDED.

Units will mail paid original invoice to Wing Transportation Officer not later than 30 days after issue of control number.
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10c ADDED. 

Vehicles should be kept under cover if possible and maintained as required in this regulation.

13d(2)a  ADDED.

Monthly Report.  The NM Wing Form 73 (Quarterly Motor Vehicle Report, 24 Jan 2001) will be faxed to NM Wing Attn:  Wing Transportation Officer to arrive at Wing HQ no later than the 5th of the month following reporting month.  NM Wing Form 76 (Quarterly Motor Vehicle Report) will be completed and submitted with the NM Wing Form 73 for the 5 Jan, 5 Apr, 5 July and 5 Oct Reports.

13d(4) ADDED.

Drivers will complete NM Wing Form 73 (Operator’s Vehicle Inspection Checklist) for each trip.
